HOW TO INSTALL

STEP 1

Measure the HEIGHT of the
canvas or frame.

Divide this measurement by
three.

STEP 2

Mark a third of the height
from the TOP of the canvas.

e.g: if the canvas is 36cm long,
then a third of the length is
12cm. Then measure from the

top 12cm down.



STEP 3

Usingan adequate sized
D-hook, placethe hole of the
D-hook over the drawn mark.

STEP 4 d

CAREFULLY(using an electric
or hand screwdriver) drillthe
screw and D-hook into the

canvas over the drawn mark.

STEP 5

Ensurethat bothD-hook
triangles are facing up, and
that they are screwed tight
enough that they do not
move/spin around.
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STEP 6

Using framing wire (which
comes in‘picture hanging
kits’) measure out theWIDTH
of the canvas. Thenadd on a { |

few inches. L

CAREFU LLYm}tthe desired
lengthofwirewith pliers.

Thread thewirethroughthe
D-hook, thenwrap theexcess
wire back around to secure it.
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| When repreating this step on
the other side, ensure that
the wire is tightened to avoid

any excess ‘slack’.
